INTRODUCTION

The Croatian  Sports  Museum, in
cooperation with the Croatian Deaf Sports
Association, has organised an exhibition
entitled "Silence on the Seven-Metre Line,’
which presents the achievements of the
Croatian national deaf handball team. The
exhibition was first displayed in 2022 at
the Faculty of Kinesiology, University of
Zagreb, to mark the 30™ anniversary of
the founding of the Croatian Deaf Sports
Association. It is adapted for persons with
visual impairments, and in cooperation
with the Croatian Library for the Blind,
the exhibition catalogue was also printed
in Braille. On this occasion, marking
the Deaflympics in Tokyo from 15 to 26
November 2025, a second edition of the
exhibition catalogue has been published.
On the cover of the catalogue there is a
OR code that provides access to an audio
guide in Croatian for visitors with visual
impairments.
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SILENCE AT THE

Hrvatski Sportski muzej svoje temelje
pocinje graditi jo§ 1947. godine, kada je
prikupljen osobni fond Franje Bucara, dok
od 2003. godine djeluje kao nacionalna
muzejska ustanova pod okriljem
Ministarstva kulture i medija Republike
Hrvatske. Ukupno je prikupljeno vise od
400.000 predmeta, fotografija, dokumenata
i publikacija koji svjedole o povijesti i
razvoju sporta u Hrvatskoj od polovice 19.
stoljec¢a pa sve do danas.

Hrvatski sportski savez gluhih osnovan
je 29. veljate 1992. u Zagrebu kao
nacionalni sportski savez koji okuplja
sportske saveze, klubove i sportska
drustva gluhih na podrudju cijele Hrvatske.
Clan je Medunarodnog odbora za sport
gluhih od 1993. godine te je odvojen na
medunarodnoj razini, odnosno nije dio
Medunarodnog paraolimpijskog odbora.

The foundations of the Croatian Sports
Museum date back to 1947, when the
personal collection of Franjo Bucar
was gathered. Since 2003, the Museum
has functioned as a national museum
institution under the auspices of the
Ministry of Culture and Media of the
Republic of Croatia. It has collected more
than  400.000 objects, photographs,
documents, and publications that testify
to the history and development of sport
in Croatia from the mid-19™ century to the
present day.

The Croatian Deaf Sports Association was
founded on 29 February 1992 in Zagreb
as the national federation that brings
together deaf sports federations, clubs,
and societies across Croatia. Since 1993,
it has been a member of the International
Committee of Sports for the Deaf and is
internationally independent, meaning
it does not fall under the International
Paralympic Committee.

Izlozba "TiSina na sedmercu” podijeljena
je u tri cjeline. Prva cjelina prikazuje
povijesni razvoj hazene i rukometa u
svijetu i Hrvatskoj, dok druga predstavlja
osnivanje Skola za gluhu djecu u Zagrebu,
Splitu, Varazdinu i Rijeci, kao i prvih
sportskih drustava i rukometnih sekcija
gluhih. Prikazani su veliki uspjesi Hrvatske
rukometne reprezentacije gluhih, pocevsi
od prvog nastupa na Xl. svjetskim igrama
gluhih u Beogradu (Srbija) 1969. godine,
preko prvog nastupa na VI. europskom
prvenstvu u Reykjaviku (Island) 1995.
godine pa sve do l. svjetskog prvenstva
koje se odrzalo 2014. godine u Samsunu
(Turska).

Izlozba zavrSava videomaterijalima u
kojima rukometasi Tomislav Bosnjak, lvan
Paji¢ i Kristijan Zivkovi¢ opisuju kako
je pandemija virusa COVID-19 utjecala
na njihove pripreme za XIl. europsko
rukometno prvenstvo gluhih koje se 2021.
godine odrzalo u Zagrebu.

The exhibition "Silence on the Seven-
Metre Line" is divided into three
sections. The first presents the historical
development of hazena and handball
worldwide and in Croatia. The second
shows the establishment of schools for
deaf children in Zagreb, Split, Varazdin, and
Rijeka, as well as the founding of the first
sports societies and handball sections for
the deaf. The third highlights the major
achievements of the Croatian national
deaf handball team, beginning with their
debut at the 11" Summer Deaflympics in
Belgrade (Serbia) in 1969, continuing with
their first appearance at the 6™ European
Championship in Reykjavik (lceland) in
1995, and culminating in the 1% World
Deaf Handball Championship, held in 2014
in Samsun (Turkiye).

The exhibition concludes with video
recordings in which players Tomislav
Bo3njak, Ivan Paji¢, and Kristijan Zivkovi¢
describe how the COVID-19 pandemic
affected their preparations for the 12t
European Deaf Handball Championship,
held in Zagreb in 2021.

Lidijom
Petrinovi¢, nositeljicom kolegija "Sport
osoba s invaliditetom’, organizirana je
radionica "Osnove komunikacije gluhih
i nagluhih osoba" koju je odrzala mag.
paed. Davorka Birmili, dok je u "Privatnoj
sportskoj i jezi¢noj gimnaziji Franjo Bucar"
u Zagrebu, u suradnji s ravnateljicom,
prof. kroatologije i sociologije, Zdenkom
Ivankovi¢ organizirano predavanje koje je
odrzala profesorica defektologije RuZica
Kezman, ¢lanica Udruge "Dlan - Kazaliste,
audiovizualne umjetnosti i kultura Gluhih”.

Izlozba je nakon toga gostovala i wu
Povijesnom i pomorskom muzeju Hrvatskog
primorja Rijeka te u Gradskom muzeju
Varazdin, gdje je u sklopu programa "Srijeda
u muzeju" u Palaci Herzer gostovao i bivsi
rukometa$ Ivan Paji¢. Na Edukacijskom
rehabilitacijskom fakultetu u Zagrebu, u
sklopu kolegija "Hrvatski znakovni jezik 2"
i "Sociopedagoski aspekti oStecenja sluha"
doc. dr. sc. Marine Milkovi¢, procelnice
Odsjeka za oStecenje sluha, gostovao je
bivsi rukometa$ Marijo Lusic. Izlozba je
zatim gostovala u Sportskoj gimnaziji u
Zagrebu te na KinezioloSkom fakultetu
Sveucilista u Splitu, na kojemu je - u
sklopu kolegija "Sistematska kineziologija"
izv. prof. dr. sc.

of-Hearing Persons” was held, conducted
by Davorka Birmili, mag. paed. At the
"Franjo Bucar Private Sports and Language
Grammar School" in Zagreb, in cooperation
with the school principal, Professor of
Croatian Studies and Sociology Zdenka
Ivankovi¢, a lecture was delivered by
special education teacher Ruzica Kezman,
member of the association "Dlan - Theatre,
Audiovisual Arts, and Culture of the Deaf".

The exhibition then travelled to the
Maritime and History Museum of the
Croatian Littoral in Rijeka, and to Varazdin
City Museum, where former handball player
Ivan Paji¢ took part in the "Wednesday at
the Museum" programme at the Herzer
Palace. At the Faculty of Education and
Rehabilitation Sciences in Zagreb, within
the courses "Croatian Sign Language 2"
and "Sociopedagogical Aspects of Hearing
Impairment” taught by Assoc. Prof. Dr
Marina Milkovi¢, Head of the Department
for Hearing Impairment, former handball
player Marijo LuSi¢ was a guest. The
exhibition was also hosted at the Sports
Gymnasium in Zagreb and at the Faculty of
Kinesiology, University of Split, where, as
part of the course "Systematic Kinesiology"
led by Associate Professor, Ph.D. Marijana
Cavala, a Croatian Sign Language workshop
was held by interpreter Mihaela Babic
of the Croatian Deaf Sports Association,
with handball player Ilija Perak as a guest.
At the Faculty of Kinesiology, University

lako je  prema Hrvatsko-ugarskoj
nagodbi iz 1868. godine Hrvatska
imala samostalnost u prosvjeti, kulturi i
sportu, nedostajao je sredisnji sportski
savez kojim bi se sportaSi ukljucivali
na medunarodne nastupe, ali i putem
kojega bi se povezivali sportski klubovi u
Hrvatskoj. Upravo iz tih razloga osnovan je
Hrvatski Sportski savez 5. listopada 1909.
godine. Predsjednik privremenog Odbora
bio je Ljudevit Andrassy, dok je kasnije za
predsjednika novog Odbora izabran Franjo
Bucar. Pocetkom 1919. godine iz sekcija
Hrvatskoga Sportskog saveza osnovani su
strukovni sportski savezi Kraljevine SHS,
a djelatnici tog saveza utemeljili su 14.
prosinca 1919. Jugoslavenski olimpijski
odbor. Izmedu dva svjetska rata u Hrvatskoj
su se poceli razvijati mnogi sportovi, a
medu njima je bio i rukomet.!

DEVELOPMENT OF SPORTS IN
CROATIA

Although, under the Croatian-Hungarian
Settlement of 1868, Croatia had autonomy
in education, culture, and sports, it lacked
a central sports federation through which
athletes could participate in international
competitions and via which sports clubs
in Croatia could be connected. For this
reason, the Croatian Sports Federation was
founded on 5 October 1909. The president
of the interim committee was Ljudevit
Andrassy, while Franjo Bucar was later
elected president of the new committee.
At the beginning of 1919, sections of
the Croatian Sports Federation gave rise
to specialised sports federations of the
Kingdom of Serbs, Croats, and Slovenes,
and the staff of that federation founded
the Yugoslav Olympic Committee on 14
December 1919. Between the two world
wars, many sports began to develop in
Croatia, including handball.!

HAZENA

Krajem 19. stolje¢a u Ce3koj se pojavljuje
hazena. Ona je predstavljala igru sli¢nu
danasnjem rukometu. Rije¢ hazéna nastala
je od CeSkoga glagola hdzati, Sto znadi
baciti i bila je uglavnom Zenska sportska
igra loptom, pri ¢emu je cilj bio rukom
ubaciti loptu u protivnicka vrata (gol).?
Zacetnikom te igre smatra se Antonin
(Anton) Kristov, ucitelj tjelovjezbe wu
Malostranskoj realci, koji je osmislio
pravila hazene po uzoru na pravila igre
cilova (tercova), koja su bila tiskana u knjizi
Josefa Klenke "Telovi¢na hry" 1892. godine.?
Godine 1907. Antonin Kristov osnovao je
prvu ekipu hazene u Akademiji na Strakovu,
a vec¢ 1909. godine inicirao je osnivanje
Savezne komisije hazenskih ekipa. Ce3ki
olimpijski odbor priznao je hazenu
kao sport 1911. godine, a na Sestom
svesokolskom sletu u Pragu 1912. godine
odigrana je pokazna utakmica hazene koju
je tada upoznao i ostatak svijeta.

HAZENA

At the end of the 19™ century, the sport
of hazena appeared in what is now
Czechia. It resembled modern handball.
The word hazéna comes from the Czech
verb hdzati, meaning to throw, and it was
primarily a women's ball sport with the
aim of throwing the ball by hand into the
opponent's goal.2

The founder of the game is considered
to be Antonin (Anton) KriStov, a physical
education teacher at the Mala Strana
Realschule, who developed the rules of
hazena based on the rules of the goal
game (cilovd hra) described in Josef
Klenka's 1892 book Telovicna hry.?

In 1907, Antonin Kristov established the
first hazena team at the Academy in
Strakovo, and already in 1909, he initiated
the formation of the Federal Committee
of Hazena Teams. The Czech Olympic
Committee recognised hazena as a sport in
1911, and at the 6™ All-Sokol Rally (Slet) in
Prague in 1912, a demonstration match of
hazena was played, introducing the sport
to the rest of the world.

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Hazena se na podru¢ju Hrvatske pojavila
1920. godine zahvaljujuc¢i studentima
iz Osijeka i Vukovara koji su se s ovim
sportom upoznali za vrijeme studiranja
u Cehoslovatkoj. Povodom priprema za
Prvi slet zidovske omladine Kraljevine
Srba, Hrvata i Slovenaca u Osijeku razvila
se ideja da se hazena prezentira i Siroj
javnosti. Tom su prilikom studenti Oskar
Winkler i Berthold Freund u Zidovskom
omladinskom drustvu Moriah trenirali
djevojke hazenu, dok su pak Marko Preisz
i Ivan Flod trenirali djevojke u Zidovskom
klubu Makabi u Osijeku.

Prvi slet zidovske omladine Kraljevine
SHS odrzavao se od 8. do 12. kolovoza
1920., a prva utakmica hazene odigrana
je 10. kolovoza te je zavrsila pobjedom
ekipe iz Vukovara s rezultatom 4:1. Ekipa
iz Vukovara pobijedila je i na uzvratnom
susretu, koji se odrzao 5. rujna 1920. u
Vukovaru, s rezultatom 3:0.4°

Hazena se s vremenom prosirila preko
Slavonije i Srijema i na ostale gradove u
Hrvatskoj.®

Hazena was introduced to Croatia in
1920 thanks to students from Osijek and
Vukovar who had encountered the sport
during their studies in Czechoslovakia. In
preparation for the First Rally of Jewish
Youth of the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats, and
Slovenes (Kingdom of the SCS) in Osijek,
the idea arose to present hazena to the
wider public. On that occasion, students
Oskar Winkler and Berthold Freund trained
girls in hazena within the Jewish Youth
Society Moriah, while Marko Preisz and
Ivan Flod trained girls at the Jewish club
Maccabi in Osijek.

The First Rally of Jewish Youth of the
Kingdom of SCS took place from 8 to 12
August 1920, and the first hazena match
was played on 10 August, ending with a
victory for the Vukovar team by 4-1. The
Vukovar team also won the return match,
held in Vukovar on 5 September 1920, with
a score of 3-0.*°

Over time, hazena gradually spread from
Slavonia and Syrmia to other towns in
Croatia.t

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Prva pravila hazenske igre, koja su bila
objavljena u Ilustrovanoj Sportskoj reviji,
preveo je student Oskar Winkler” 1920.

Sljede¢e godine, drugi prijevod
pravila nepoznatoga autora objavljen
je u llustrovanoj Sportskoj reviji.

Jugoslavenski lakoatletski savez prihvatio
je ta pravila kao sluzbena pravila hazene.®
Godine 1923. Jugoslavenski lakoatletski
savez (JLAS) u Zagrebu primio je hazenu
kao dio svoje sekcije, a prvi klubovi bili
su HASK Zagreb, HSK Concordia Zagreb,
Hazena klub Il. realne gimnazije Vesna
Zagreb, Bjelovarski gradanski SK Bjelovar,
Sportski klub Olimpija Karlovac, Cakove&ki
sportski klub Cakovec, SK Taninpila
Susine - Gjurgjenovac, Zidovski sport klub
Herut Vinkovci, SrednjoSkolski sport klub
Viktorija Krizevci i HSK Penkala Zagreb.

Already in 1924, the Yugoslav Hazena
Federation (JHS) was founded in Zagreb.
It underwent several name changes, with
the last change occurring in 1933, when
the Extraordinary Assembly reintegrated
athletics into the federation and renamed
it the Yugoslav Federation of Women's
Sports, which remained its official name
until 1938.°

Players from hazena clubs, as members of
the Yugoslav national team, achieved their
greatest successes by winning second place
at the 3@ Women's World Games in Prague
in 1930 and first place at the 4" Women's
World Games in London in 193410

In 1949, a Hazena Committee was
established in Zagreb within the Physical
Culture Federation of Croatia, and in
1950, the Hazena Federation of Croatia
was founded. However, already in 1951, a
decision was made to merge the Croatian
Handball Federation and the Hazena
Federation of Croatia, thereby fully
abandoning hazena in favour of handball.**

THE BEGINNING OF HANDBALL
DEVELOPMENT IN CROATIA

Available records show that a game similar
to modern handball was played in several
countries simultaneously, but its earliest
origins date back to the late 19" century in
Denmark, when gymnastics teacher Holger
Nielsen introduced the game haandbold
into his class curriculum.t?

The first handball rules were published
in Germany in 1917*% and by 1919, the
modern form of handball as a competitive
sport was formalised by Karl Schelenz, a
professor at the Berlin College of Physical
Education and Sport.*

The first documented instances of
handball being played in Croatia occurred
in Varazdin. Pupils at the State Real
Grammar School in Varazdin began playing
(field) handball under the guidance of
teacher Zvonimir Suligoj. According to
the Report for the 1929/30 school year,
a public gymnastics presentation was
held on 29 May 1930 at the playground
of the Varazdin Sports Club, featuring
display exercises, apparatus routines, and
games. The final item in the programme
included the first public demonstration
of a handball match between a combined
team of 5" and 6™ grade pupils and a team
from the 8™ grade.

In Zagreb, handball first began in the
1932/33 school year at the then State First
Boys' Real Grammar School.

Until the construction of the Secondary
School Sports Ground in Klaiceva Street,
handball in Zagreb was played in rather
inadequate spaces. After the opening of
the newly developed grounds in 1935,
numerous friendly and championship
handball matches between pupils of
Zagreb's secondary schools began to be
organised.’

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In addition to the construction of the
Secondary School Sports Ground, the
Association for Physical Exercise (UTV)
also played a role in the development
of handball among Zagreb's secondary
school pupils. It was established in 1932
on the initiative of Vladimir Jankovic,
a gymnastics teacher at the State First
Boys' Real Grammar School. UTV was the
main organiser of extracurricular sports
activities at the school, and it is considered
the first organised handball section in the
region. In the 1934/35 school year, UTV
changed its name to the Sports Section of
the Home and School Community of the
State First Boys' Real Grammar School, and
it operated until 1941.1

With the formation of the Banovina of
Croatia, the Croatian Sports Union was
established on 14 May 1939 to represent
the interests of Croatian sport.'” That
same year, pupils from Zagreb's secondary
schools began founding the first handball
sections within existing sports clubs such
as the First Croatian Citizens' Sports Club,
HSK Li¢anin (later HSK Martinovka), HSK
Concordia, HSK Meteor, HSK GEC Sparta
(City Electric Utility), SK Zeljeznic¢ar (later
HSK Trnje).

After the Second World War, sports
associations were founded in Zagreb
that also launched handball sections,
including Physical Culture Society of
Municipal Workers Dinamo, Zagreb Youth
Physical Culture Society Mladost, Physical
Culture Society Metalac, Physical Culture
Society Slavija, Physical Culture Society
Lokomotiva, and many others.

In 1945, the Handball Committee was
established within the Physical Culture
Association of Croatia (FISAH).

Towards the end of 1947, the Central
Committee of the Physical Culture
Association of Yugoslavia agreed to allow
women's teams to participate in handball
competitions.?®

As early as the following year, the first
women's handball teams were formed in
Zagreb, Split, Osijek, and Sibenik within the
handball sections of the physical culture
societies at the time.?°

The Croatian Handball Federation began
operating in October 1941, and its work
was renewed on 19 December 1948 in
Zagreb.”!

At the initiative of the Croatian Handball
Federation, Teodor Sedmak and Ivan Snoj
translated the international handball
rules from German at the beginning of
1950. These were later duplicated and
distributed to Zagreb handball sections.??

DEVELOPMENT OF SCHOOLS AND
EDUCATION FOR THE DEAF

At the end of the 18" century, the priest
Charles Michel de lEpée opened the
first school for the deaf in Paris, where
sign language was used, while in Leipzig,

Samuel Heinicke founded the first
government-recognised school for the
deaf.2*

In Croatia, the beginnings of education for
the deaf are attributed to Adalbert Lampe,
who on 11 September 1885 conducted the
first public examination with his student
Ivan Smola at the Teacher Training School
in Zagreb, located at Opaticka Street No. 22.
That same year, he was granted permission
to establish the "Private Institute for the
Education of Deaf-Mute Children."

In 1887, a board of trustees (trusteeship)
established to provide financial
support to the Institute, and it leased the
villa "God" on Mirogojska Road, to which
Lampe moved the Institute.

By 1888, the "Society for the Establishment
and Maintenance of the National Institute
for the Education of Deaf-Mute Children”
had been formed and took over the
administration of Lampe's private institute.

It was initially housed in the villa "Socias”
on Vinogradska Road, but was later
relocated to Ilica 83, where today the
"Slava Raskaj Centre for Education and
Training is located"?

According to a decision by the Department
for Religion and Education of the Land
Government of Croatia, Slavonia, and
Dalmatia, dated 24 October 1891, pupils of
the National Institute for the Education of
Deaf-Mute Children had physical education
classes as part of their curriculum, which
sparked interest in sport.?®

Schools for deaf children were soon
opened in other cities and towns as well.
In Split, during a joint meeting of the
Council of Producers and the City Council
held on 20 January 1953, and with the
consent of the Council for Public Health
and Social Policy, a decision was made to
establish the "Institute for the Education of
Deaf Children in Split." Over the years, the
Institute underwent several name changes
and has been known since 1980 as the
"Slava RasSkaj Centre for Education and
Training" in Split.”

In Rijeka, the Vocational School for Deaf
Youth was founded in 1954, and in 1991
a Department for the Rehabilitation
of Preschool Children with Hearing
Impairment was established. In 1993, a
Department for Children with Voice and
Speech Disorders was opened. Since 2003,
the school has been named the "Slava
Raskaj Day Rehabilitation Centre," Rijeka.?®
In  Varazdin, the "Special School for
Mentally Challenged and Deaf-Mute
Children" was founded in 1954. In 1973,
its name was changed to "Special Primary
School with a Vocational Training School
for Hearing-Impaired Youth Tomislav
Spoljar,’ and since 1978 it has been
known as the "Tomislav Spoljar Centre for
Education and Training."?®

Sports activities were also included in
school programmes, and growing interest
in sport led to the formation of sports
societies.

The first sports societies and clubs for the
deaf were founded in Zagreb, followed by
others in cities throughout Croatia. Within
these societies, handball sections were
also developed.

Interest in sport gradually increased,
and in 1955 the Sports Club for the
Deaf "Slavonac" was founded. By 1960, a
handball section was also established.**
Over the years, the club changed its name
to the Sports Association of the Deaf
“Slavonac,” and today it operates as the
Osijek Sports Federation of the Deaf.>*

At that time, three handball clubs were
prominent in Osijek - Elektra, Metalac, and
Grafi¢ar - and players from the "Slavonac”
Club for the Deaf also played in them.

The European Deaf Sport Organisation
(EDSO) was founded on 7 July 1983 in
Antibes, France, and has been a member
of the International Committee of Sports
for the Deaf since 1993. In that same year,
Croatia also became a member of the
European Deaf Sport Organisation.®

The Croatian men's national deaf handball
team first participated in the 6™ European
Championship in Reykjavik (lceland) in
1995, where they won third place. They
went on to win first place at the 7%
European Championship in Bucharest in
2000 and the 8™ European Championship
in Istanbul in 2005. They won second
place at the 9*" European Championship in
Belgrade in 2008 and again claimed first
place at the 10" European Championship
in Lignano Sabbiadoro in 2012. They
continued their winning streak at the
11™ European Championship in Berlin in
2016, the 12* European Championship in
Zagreb in 2021, and at the 13™ European
Championship in Frankenthal in 2024.>2

GLUHIH

Olimpijske igre gluhih u pocetku su se
zvale Medunarodne igre gluhih. Prve
su odrzane u Parizu 1924. godine u
organizaciji Medunarodnog odbora za
sport gluhih. Medunarodne igre gluhih
1967. godine mijenjaju ime u Svjetske igre
gluhih, a 2001. godine u Olimpijske igre
gluhih.

Medunarodni odbor za sport gluhih
nadzire Ljetne i Zimske olimpijske igre
gluhih po uzoru na Olimpijske igre, a one
se odrzavaju u intervalima po dvije godine
za natjecatelje koji imaju oStecenje sluha
od najmanje 55 dB na boljem uhu.>*

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DEAFLYMPICS

The Deaflympics were initially known as
the International Silent Games. The first
such games were held in Paris in 1924,
organised by the International Committee
of Sports for the Deaf (ICSD). In 1967, the
International Silent Games were renamed
to the World Games for the Deaf, and in
2001 to the Deaflympics.

The International Committee of Sports
for the Deaf oversees both the Summer
and Winter Deaflympics, modelled on the
Olympic Games, and they are held every
four years for athletes with a hearing loss
of at least 55 dB in the better ear.>*

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Na XI. svjetskim igrama gluhih u Beogradu
1969. godine rukomet se prvi puta
ukljucuje kao novi sport, a muska i zenska
rukometna reprezentacija osvajaju prvo
mjesto. To je ujedno bio i posljednji nastup
Zenske rukometne reprezentacije, dok je
muska rukometna reprezentacija nastavila
nizati uspjehe.

Tako je zaredom osvojila prvo mjesto na
XIl. svjetskim igrama gluhih u Malmou
1973. godine, na Xlll. svjetskim igrama
gluhih u Bukuredtu 1977. godine, na XIV.
svjetskim igrama gluhih u Kolnu 1981.
godine i na XV. svjetskim igrama gluhih
u Los Angelesu 1985. godine. Na XVII.
svjetskim igrama gluhih u Sofiji 1993.
godine osvojila je trece mjesto, na XVIII.
svjetskim igrama gluhih u Kopenhagenu
1997. godine drugo, a prva mjesta osvojila
je na XIX. olimpijskim igrama gluhih u
Rimu 2001. godine, na XX. olimpijskim
igrama gluhih u Melbourneu 2005. godine,
na XXI. olimpijskim igrama u Taipeiju 2009.
godine i na XXII. olimpijskim igrama gluhih
u Sofiji 2013. godine. Na XXIII. olimpijskim
igrama gluhih u Samsunu osvojila je trece
mjesto 2017. godine, dok je 2022., na XXIV.
olimpijskim igrama gluhih u Caxias do
Sulu, osvojila zlatnu medalju.>®

At the 11" World Games for the Deaf in
Belgrade in 1969, handball was introduced
for the first time as a new sport. Both the
men's and women's national deaf handball
teams won first place. This was the only
appearance of the women's handball team,
while the men's team continued achieving
remarkable success.

They went on to win first place at the
12" World Games for the Deaf in Malmo
in 1973, the 13™ in Bucharest in 1977,
the 14" in Cologne in 1981, and the 15%
in Los Angeles in 1985. At the 17 World
Games for the Deaf in Sofia in 1993, the
team won third place, at the 18" Games
in Copenhagen in 1997, they won second.
They went on to win first place at the 19*
Deaflympics in Rome in 2001, the 20" in
Melbourne in 2005, the 21 in Taipei in
2009, and the 22" in Sofia in 2013. At the
23 Deaflympics in Samsun in 2017, the
team won third place, and in 2022, at the
24% Deaflympics in Caxias do Sul, they
claimed the gold medal.*®

THE IMPACT OF THE COVID-19
PANDEMIC ON SPORTING EVENTS
On 7 January 2020, Chinese health
authorities  officially announced the
discovery of a new strain of coronavirus.
In order to coordinate all services in the
Republic of Croatia in the event of the virus
emerging within the country, the National
Civil Protection Directorate of the Republic
of Croatia was established on 20 February
2020. Just five days later, the first case
of coronavirus was recorded in Croatia,
prompting a series of decisions aimed at
preventing the further spread of the virus.
Thus, on 19 March 2020, a decision was
made to suspend all sports competitions,
as well as the operation of gyms, and
sports, fitness and recreational centres.
While from 4 May 2020 the use of outdoor
sports grounds was permitted under the
observance of anti-epidemic measures,
from 27 October 2020 sports competitions
were once again allowed to take place, but
without spectators.*®
